This model regulation was drafted to implement rate and form filing process standards for health insurance.

The working group completed the following 2005 charge:
Review issues surrounding existing rate and form filing processes with respect to regulatory modernization and
determine whether national uniform processing standards are appropriate. If so, recommend an appropriate vehicle

to achieve goals. Report by Winter 2006 National Meeting.

The working group drafted the model. States on the working group actively contributed comments on drafts. Trade
associations, including America’s Health Insurance Plans (AHIP), and the American Council of Life Insurers (ACLI),

participated in the process.

The first draft of the model regulation is dated July 21, 2005. It was reviewed by the working group in September 2005, and
a new draft was issued on February 10, 2006. It was adopted by the Working Group on March 6, 2006. Comment letters

were received and considered throughout the drafting process.

Rather than being controversial, issues were discussed regarding definitions, appropriate timeframes, and the various steps of
the process. A self-certification option for insurers is optional to the states.
